Joyce went through the items of concern to Labour. On the other issues he indicated no or little movement, although he said there may be some room for movement ion the de-averaging of copper pricing. He indicated Bruce Parkes would not attend the select committee the next day as he had previously indicated he would. It was expressed to him that this was a special case and there was justification
4 May Cunliffe’s office advised Labour would prefer a face to face meeting with Curran and Cunliffe present.
4 May; Joyce’s office responded that it would be a phone meeting at 10am Thursday 5 May
5 May: Joyce’s office cancelled the 10am meeting
